











The Narconon Program

T he Narconon program
was founded in 1966
by William Benitez,
at the time a heroin-addict-

ed inmate of Arizona State
Prison.

Having tried all existing
methods to escape his addic-
tion, he continued to search
for a way out. In the prison
library he came across a
book written by L. Ron Hub-
bard, The Fundamentals of
Thought, which outlined an
entirely new approach to-
ward solving the problems of
life.

“What impressed me the
most about Mr. Hubbard’s
works,” Benitez later wrote,
“was that they concentrat-
ed not only on identifying
abilities, but also on meth-
ods (practical exercises) by
which to develop them. I
realized that drug addiction
was nothing more than a
‘disability’ that begins when

a person ceases to use abili-
ties essential to constructive
survival.”

From these works, with sig-
nificant help from volunteers
and with further research dis-
coveries from Mr. Hubbard,
Benitez developed a new,
effective program. He named
it “Narconon” meaning “no-
drugs.”

Benitez credited this pro-
gram with saving his life
and the lives of his fellow
inmates who participated in
the initial pilot. Benitez even
turned down an early parole,
as he did not want to leave
the prison until the pilot was
successfully completed. His
intention was clear. He knew
that he had discovered some-
thing revolutionary, some-
thing effective against drug
addiction, and he wanted to
make sure that it was made
available to others in need.
